6 – Year Old Child  
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1. Draw a picture
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Ask a grown up for help with supplies
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Trace around the first color of your picture. Cut around the line you just drew. This is called a stencil.
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4. Tape the stencil to the screen
5. [image: image9.wmf]Put the screen down on a new sheet of paper
6. Add paint 
7. [image: image10.wmf]With a grown-up holding the frame, swipe the squeegee back and forth
8. Take the screen off the paper slowly
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9. Ask a grown-up for help to wash the screen
10. Wait for the paint to dry
11. Trace the next color, make another stencil, match with the old color like a puzzle, and swipe again. 


12. Keep going until your pretty picture is done!
