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After creating a suitable image for transfer, prepare the silkscreen with the appropriate mesh count. A mesh count of 230 usually provides optimal results for printing on paper. Degrease the screen for best possible emulsion. Create paper stencils for each color of the image, or use emulsion if a darkroom is available. Emulsion also requires the extra step of transferring the image onto a transparency. This process is significantly more complicated and each stencil can only be used once. No matter which method you choose, note that the edges of the screen will not produce great results since the mesh will be too tight to allow proper paint flow. Using different sized squeegees for different areas of the image is preferable for optimal control. For example, a small image will print better with a small screen and squeegee because you have maximal control of where and how the paint flows through the mesh. For mass production, use each stencil multiple times. If you are very comfortable with the process, you can mix the paint right on the silkscreen to produce a tie-dye effect.
